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Pray this prayer: 

Dear Lord, I thank you for creating me, giving me life 
and for loving me.

1. Admit - personally admit to God that you want to be free

2. Confess - your sins to God asking him to forgive you 
for living without him

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Rededicate Your Life to God 
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Restoring Your Faith 

Coming to faith in Jesus is one of the most important 
things we could ever do. Through our salvation we 
learn, grow, serve and become more like Jesus with the 
ultimate goal of going to heaven when God calls. 

But spiritual growth doesn’t always happen as it should. 
If we stop reading the Bible, stop attending church and 
break contact with other Christians, we may end up 
falling backwards and doubting our faith in Jesus. 

James 5:19-20 says: “My brothers and sisters, if one of 
you should wander from the truth and someone should 

Because God is morally perfect, he has the right to 
condemn sin. God’s way of dealing with us is always 
fair. God provided a way to be saved from sin through 
Jesus’ death on the cross. Freedom comes from 
God. But if you once believed and now have turned 
away, here is what to do. 

Ask yourself these questions 

1. Am I struggling to believe God loves me? If you 
answer yes, then re-establish contact with God through 
prayer and Bible reading immediately. Ask God to renew 
his love in your heart. Read Romans 8:37-39 

2. Do I see the church as full of hypocrites? If you 

bring that person back, remember this: Whoever turns 
a sinner from the error of their way will save them from 
death and cover over a multitude of sins.” 

Only Jesus can lead us to God and help us remain in his 
love. 

1 John 3:1 says: “How great is the love the Father 
has lavished on us, that we should be called the 
children of God! And that is what we are!...” 

 
John 14:6 says: “Jesus answered, I am the 
way and the truth and the life. No one comes 
to the Father except through me.” 

answer yes then understand that we are all sinners 
saved by grace. We all fail in what we say and do 
including those we see in church. Focus your attention 
on God, not on others. God is the reason we go. 
Read Romans 3:23 

3. Won’t everyone judge me if I return to church? NO, 
understand that church is the safest and most connected 
place to go. It is a place to grow, find support from others 
and learn to serve. Read Colossians 2:6-7
