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THE OPERATING PRINCIPLE OF LIFE  
 
And Jesus answered saying to them, "Have faith in 
God" (Mark 11:22).  
 
The sun is perhaps the most credible object of faith 
for the world. It appears to be immutable. It has always 
been there, 24 hours of every day, 365 days a year. 
Without the sun, people couldn't live. If the sun didn't 
rise tomorrow morning, what would happen to the 
world's faith? All of humanity would be thrown into 
confusion. If we have such great faith in the sun, why 
don't we have even greater faith in the Son who made 
the sun and all the rest of the fixed order of the uni-
verse?  
 
Our faith is in God. Genuine faith is born out of a 
knowledge of the will of God and exists only to ful-
fill that will.  Faith is not a means of getting man's will 
done in heaven; it is the means of getting God's will 
done on earth.  After hearing me speak on faith, a 
young man came by to talk about his personal life. He 
said to me, "I've been trying to live by faith for three 
years, and it has been one trial after another." "Faith 
in what?" I asked. He didn't know how to respond. This 
young man was trying to live by faith in faith. But faith 
itself is not a valid object. The only valid object for 
faith is God and the revelation we have of Him in His 
Word.  
 
Faith is the operating principle of life. The only differ-
ence between Christian and non-Christian faith is the 
object.  God must be the object of our faith. 
 
 

OVERPOWERING THE CAPTORS  
 
How can anyone enter the strong man's house and 
carry off his property, unless he first binds the 
strong man? (Matthew 12:29).  
 
A prime target for our authoritative prayer is the 
"strong man" mentioned in Matthew 12:29. Jesus was 
saying that you cannot rescue people from the bonds 
of spiritual blindness or demonic influence unless you 
first overpower their captors. Satan's power is al-
ready broken, but he will not let go of anything he 
thinks he can keep until we exercise the authority dele-
gated to us by  Christ. 
 
When we pray we are not trying to persuade God to 
join us in our service for Him; prayer is the activity of 
joining God in His ministry. By faith we lay hold of the 
property in Satan's clutches which rightfully belongs 
to God, and we hold on until Satan turns loose. He 
will hold on to these people until we demand their re-
lease on the basis of our authority in Christ. Once Sa-
tan is bound through prayer, he must let go.  
 
Understanding the spiritual nature of our world 
should have a profound effect on our evangelistic 
strategy.  

 All too often we proclaim the virtues of Christianity 
to unbelievers like someone standing outside a prison 
compound proclaiming to the inmates the virtues of 
the outside world. 
 
But unless someone overpowers the prison guards 
and opens the gates, how can the prisoners experience 
the freedom we're telling them about? We must learn 
to bind the strong man before we will be able to res-
cue his prisoners.  
 

THE ULTIMATE FAITH-OBJECT  
 
Jesus Christ is the same yesterday and today, yes and 
forever (Hebrews 13:8).  
 
The fact that you claim to believe is not the issue of 
faith.  It's what you believe or in whom you believe that 
will determine whether or not your faith will be re-
warded. Everybody walks by faith every day. Every time 
you drive on the highway, you do so by faith. Are the ob-
jects of your faith on the highway reliable? Most of 
the time they are because most drivers drive safely. 
But you may have been involved in an accident because 
you placed your faith in another driver who proved to 
be untrustworthy.  
 
What happens when the object of your faith fails you? 
You give up on it--maybe not immediately, but how many 
failures would you tolerate before saying never 
again? Once faith is damaged or lost, it is very difficult 
to regain. Your belief isn't the problem; it's the object 
of your belief that either rewards or destroys your  
faith. If your marriage partner has been unfaithful to 
you, or a friend or relative has hurt you badly, your 
faith in that person is weak because he or she did not 
live up to your trust. When faith in a person is shat-
tered, it may take months to rebuild it.  
 
Some faith-objects, however, are solid. You set your 
watch, plan your calendar, and schedule your day be-
lieving that the earth will continue to revolve on its 
axis and rotate around the sun at its current speed. If 
the earth's orbit shifted just a few degrees, our lives 
would be turned to chaos. But so far the laws govern-
ing the physical universe have been among the most 
trustworthy faith-objects we have.  
 
The ultimate faith-object, of course, is not the sun, but 
the Son. It is His immutability--the fact that He never 
changes--that makes Him eminently trustworthy ("god is 
not a man, that he should lie, nor a son of man, that he 
should change his mind.  Does he speak and then not 
act? Does he promise and not fulfil?" Numbers 23:19.  
"I the lord do not change. So you, O descendants of 
Jacob, are not destroy." Malachi 3:6). He has never 
failed to be and do all that He said He would be and do. 
He is eternally faithful.  
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  SATAN'S THREEFOLD TEMPTATION  
For all that is in the world, the lust of the flesh and the 
lust of the eyes and the boastful pride of life, is not from 
the Father, but is from the world (1 John 2:16). 
 
You will be better prepared to resist temptation in your 
life when you realize that, according to the Scriptures, 
there are only three channels through which Satan will 
entice you to act independently of God. They are summa-
rized in John's instructions to believers concerning our 
relationship to this world: "Do not love the world, nor 
the things in the world. If anyone loves the world, the 
love of the Father is not in him. For all that is in the 
world, the lust of the flesh and the lust of the eyes and 
the boastful pride of life, is not from the Father, but is 
from the world. And the world is passing away, and also 
its lusts; but the one who does the will of God abides for-
ever" (1 John 2:15-17).  
 
The three channels of temptation are the lust of the 
flesh, the lust of the eyes, and the pride of life. The lust 
of the flesh preys on our physical appetites and their 
gratification in this world. The lust of the eyes appeals to 
self-interest and tests the Word of God. The pride of life 
stresses self-promotion and self-exaltation. Satan con-
fronted both the first Adam and the last Adam through 
each of these three channels of temptation.  
 
Notice how Satan used precisely those three channels to 
deceive Eve: "When the woman saw that the tree was good 
for food [lust of the flesh], and that it was a delight to 
the eyes [lust of the eyes], and that the tree was desirable 
to make one wise [pride of life], she took from its fruit and 
ate" (Genesis 3:6). The first Adam failed miserably and we 
still suffer the results of his failure. But the last Adam--
Jesus Christ--met Satan's threefold temptation head-on 
and succeeded triumphantly. In Him we have the resources 
and the power to conquer every temptation Satan throws 
at us.  
 
THE LUST OF THE FLESH  
Satan first approached Eve through the channel of the 
lust of the flesh. He planted a doubt in her mind about the 
fruit of the tree when he said: "Has God said, 'You shall 
not eat from any tree of the garden'?" (Genesis 3:1). Eve 
answered, "God has said, 'You shall not eat from it or 
touch it'" (verse 3). But Satan had piqued her appetite for 
the forbidden fruit, and she "saw that the tree was good 
for food" (verse 6). Yielding to the lust of the flesh con-
tributed to Adam and Eve's downfall.  
 
Satan also challenged Jesus through the channel of the 
lust of the flesh. Our lord had been fasting for 40 days 
when Satan tempted Him in the wilderness at the point of 
His apparent vulnerability: "If You are the Son of God, com-
mand that these stones become bread" (Matthew 4:3). Sa-
tan is not omniscient, but he's not blind either. He learned 
about Jesus' apparent vulnerability to physical temptation 
by watching Him go without food for 40 days. He's watch-
ing you too, looking for soft spots of vulnerability in 
your appetites for food, rest, comfort and sex. Temptation 
is greatest when hunger, fatigue and loneliness are acute. 
The temptation of the lust of the flesh is designed to draw 
us away from the will of God to serve the flesh (Galatians 
5:16, 17).  
 
When Satan tempts you through the channel of the lust of 
the flesh, he will invite you to fulfill your needs in ways 
that are outside the boundary of God's will. Whenever you 
feel enticed to meet a legitimate need by acting independ-
ently of God, you are being tempted through the lust of 
the flesh. 
 When you resist the temptations of the lust of the flesh, 
you are declaring your dependence on God for your needs. 
As such you are remaining "in the vine," tapping into the re-
sources Jesus referred to in John 15:5. But when you yield 
to temptation in this area, your fruitfulness as a Christian 
will suffer because apart from Christ you can do nothing. 

THE LUST OF THE EYES  
the second channel of temptation through which Satan 
came to Adam and Eve related to his lie concerning the 
consequences of disobeying God. God had said that death 
would accompany disobedience, but Satan said, "You surely 
shall not die!" (Genesis 3:4). He was appealing to Eve's 
sense of self-preservation by falsely assuring her that 
God was wrong on the issue of sin's consequences. "Don't 
listen to Him; do what's right in your own eyes," he urged. 
The forbidden fruit was a delight to her eyes (verse 6), so 
she and Adam ignored God's command in order to do what 
appeared to serve their own best interests.  
 
The lust of the eyes subtly draws us away from the Word 
of God and eats away at our confidence in God. We see 
what the world has to offer and desire it above our rela-
tionship with God. We begin to place more credence in our 
own perspective of life than in God's commands and prom-
ises. Fueled by the lust for what we see, we grab for all we 
can get, believing that we need it and deceived that God 
wants us to have it. Wrongly assuming that God will with-
hold nothing good from us, we lustfully claim prosperity. 
Instead of trusting God wholeheartedly, we adopt a 
"prove it to me" attitude. That was the essence of Satan's 
second temptation of Jesus: "If You are the Son of God, 
throw Yourself down [from the pinnacle of the tem-
ple]" (Matthew 4:6). But Jesus wasn't about to play Satan's 
"show me" game. He replied, "It is written, 'You shall not put 
the LORD your God to the test'" (verse 7).  
 
God is under no obligation to us; He is under obligation 
only to Himself. There is no way you can cleverly word a 
prayer so that God must respond to it. That not only dis-
torts the meaning of prayer but puts us in the position of 
God. The righteous shall live by faith in the written Word 
of God and not demand that God prove Himself in response 
to our whims or wishes, no matter how noble they may be. 
We are the ones being tested.   
 

THE PRIDE OF LIFE  
 The third channel of temptation is at the heart of the New 
Age Movement: the temptation to direct our own destiny, to 
rule our own world, to be our own god. Satan tantalized 
Eve concerning the forbidden fruit: "The day you eat from 
it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, know-
ing good and evil" (Gen. 3:5).  
Satan's offer was an exaggerated appeal to our God-
instilled propensity to rule. "Don't be satisfied ruling un-
der God," he seemed to say, "when you have the potential to 
be like God." Eve was convinced that "the tree was desir-
able to make one wise" (verse 6), she  ate.  
 
Satan's promise that the couple would become like God 
was nothing more than a lie. When Adam and Eve yielded to 
his temptation, they didn't become the gods of this world 
as he claimed they would. Instead, they fell from their posi-
tion of rulership with God, and Satan became the god of 
this world by default--exactly as he had planned. Satan 
tried the same ploy with Jesus: "All [the kingdoms of the 
world and their glory] will I give You, if You fall down and 
worship me" (Matthew 4:9). When you think about it, Satan's 
offer was pretty ridiculous. Why would Jesus be tempted 
to worship Satan in exchange for the world when He al-
ready owned the universe? So He replied, "Begone, Satan! 
For it is written, 'You shall worship the LORD your God, 
and serve Him only'"  
 
The temptation of the pride of life is intended to steer us 
away from the worship of God and destroy our obedience 
to God by urging us to become our own god. Whenever you 
feel that you don't need God's help or direction, that you 
can handle your life without consulting Him, that you 
don't need to bow the knee to anyone, beware: That's the 
pride of life. Whenever you stop worshipping and serving 
God, you are in reality worshipping and serving Satan.  your 
life should be characterized by worshipful humility and 
obedience to God (1 Peter 5:5-11; John 15:8-10).  
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
