     While the new millennium may give us cures for some 
current diseases (AIDS, Cancer etc), we might encounter 
new medical problems.  For example, we might find our-
selves searching for remedies for bacterial or biological 
warfare.  Throughout history, heightened technology has 
meant new weapons and new weapons have always meant 
an increase in the number of wars, not a decrease.  That’s 
an ominous sign for today, because more and more coun-
tries show nuclear capability as time passes.  Alliances 
shift, break down, change again.  The weapons are there.  
It’s merely a question of where they’re currently aimed. 
 
     If the past is any indicator – even with advanced tech-
nology people may still die of hunger ( due to corrupt 
governments), commit awful crimes against one another, 
and fall victim to ethnic hatred.  It’s apparent that many 
people all over the world, from all different ideologies, 
are looking zealously to the new millennium to usher in 
some form of utopia (a society which everyone works to-
gether and are happy).  Will it?  Even with increased tech-
nology in the new millennium, its possible that humankind 
may not look a whole lot different...  Simply because peo-
ple don’t seem to change very much.  We can hope that we 
are spared from biological or nuclear warfare, or an 
economic collapse, or some other unknown catastrophe, 
but who knows? 
 
     Changing times and improved technology don’t really 
matter all that much in the grand scheme of things.  Why?  
Because our basic problem as human beings is that we’ve 
distanced ourselves from God.  Our greatest problems 
are not physical, but spiritual.  God knows this, so He pro-
vided a solution for our separation from Him.  He made a 
way for us to find our way back to Him… through Jesus 
Christ.   
 

Let Failure Redirect You  
    Sometimes failure is just a signal that it’s time to change 
direction.  If you keep taking the same detour (i.e. indirect 
and longer way to avoid a problem), maybe it’s not a de-
tour.  It’s the road you should be on.  Stop banging on 
doors that are closed and walk through the ones that 
God is opening for you.  If you’re working in an environ-
ment where you don’t really fit, it doesn’t mean you’re a 
failure.  It just means you need the God given courage to 
make some changes.  Right now you might be standing at a 
door that you’ve overlooked for years!  Ask God to help 
you see it (James 1:5). 
 
     James Audubon is considered one of the world’s great-
est pioneers in wildlife study and preservation.  For 
eleven years he was a small shopkeeper in Kentucky and  
finally went bankrupt.  But he understood that failing 
doesn’t make you a failure; only quitting (leaving what you 
were doing) does.  So out of the ashes, he started toward 
a new goal: observing, drawing and painting wildlife.   
 
Eventually he founded The Audubon Wildlife Preserva-
tion Society, which has enriched an entire nation.  Listen 
to these words: “For I know the plans I have for you, de-
clares the Lord, plans to prosper you and not to harm 
you, plans to give you hope and a future.” (Jer 29:11)  Why 
don’t you take some time to talk to God about His plans 
for you, then listen to what He has to tell you? 

 

The Only Place To Be       
     His marriage was in trouble, and his congregation was 
worshipping a golden calf.  Even Joshua, his best friend, 
couldn’t discern a real move of God when he saw one.  In a 
real sense, he was totally alone.  So where do you go to 
find strength and direction when the things you love and 
even the people close to you aren’t enough?   
 
Here’s your answer.  “There is a place near Me, where you 
may stand” (Ex. 33:21).    The devil will do everything in his 
power to keep you from reaching that place, and once 
you’re in it, he’ll do everything in his power to get you out 
of it.  And there’s a reason; in that place you’ll find solu-
tions – real answers to the struggle you’re facing right 
now.  Its also the place of anointing.  When Moses came 
out of God’s presence, his words were powerful and he 
brought order and cleansing to the people of God.  With-
out it he was no different from anyone else – and neither 
are you! 
 
In that place, he found rest and so will you.  Listen to 
what God told Moses; “My presence will go with you and I 
will give you rest.” (Ex 33:14).  When we get overloaded 
and exhausted, our vision slows down.  We become resis-
tant to change and we’ll even shut out good ideas, be-
cause we’re drained and just can’t handle it any more.  
Child of God, get into that place with God!  Make the pas-
sion of your life to find it, the fight of your life to stay in 
it, and the joy of your life to minister out of it.  Now that 
you know, let nothing keep you from it. 
 

Money and Marriage 
     Money is one of the major causes of friction in a mar-
riage, and it’s no wonder.  Living in a world in which we are 
constantly worried about taking care of ourselves, it’s 
easy to forget that marriage is a commitment to  
forget a new life with another person.  The lack of trust 
emerging from society has created prenuptial agreements 
(i.e. a written agreement before getting married)  and sepa-
rate bank accounts.  These undermine the commitment to a 
shared life with a spouse and are contrary to biblical 
teachings.   
 
 A husband’s and wife’s incomes in marriage should be 
emerged and shared.  In Matthew 19:6, our Lord Jesus 
says, “So they are no longer two, but one flesh.  What 
therefore God has joined together, let no man separate.”  
Someone should be in charge of keeping a budget for the 
household, and whatever funds there are should be held 
mutually.  This will require a lot of faith in the Lord, as 
well as your spouse.   
 
Whenever financial issues begin to get out of hand in a 
marriage, the first thing to do is to pray about them.  
There is no substitute for God’s answer.  Second, you 
might try using a marriage counsellor who is trained to 
help couples resolve issues diplomatically.    Don’t for-
get to ask God what He wants you to do with your money.  
He made you stewards over your finances for a purpose, 
so you should always remember to ask what His plans are.  
Many blessings can come from appropriate money manage-
ment in marriage. 
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Believe in God 
       
Without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who 
comes to God must believe that He is, and that He is a re-
warder of those who seek Him (Heb 11:6).  The life of 
Wilma Rudolph, the great Olympic sprinter, is a remark-
able story of faith.  Wilma was born with health problems 
that left her crippled.  “Will I ever be able to run and play 
like the other children?”  Wilma asked her parents.  
“Honey, you have to believe in God and never give up hope,” 
they responded.  “If you believe, God will make it happen.”  
Taking her parents’ counsel, she painfully struggled to 
walk.   
 
By the time she was 12, to the delight and surprise of 
many, Wilma no longer needed her braces.  She went on to 
play basketball on her championship high school team and 
win three gold medals in the 1960 Olympics.   
 
     When you hear inspiring stories of faith like Wilma Ru-
dolph’s, do you sometimes wonder, “What could I accom-
plish if I took God at His Word?”  Faith is the foundational 
principle of the Christian life.  It is like stepping into noth-
ing but landing on something.  Believing who God is, what 
He says, what He has done, and what He will do defines the 
kingdom of God.   
 
Furthermore, faith is the essence of the Christian’s day-to
-day  activity.  Paul wrote: “As you therefore have received 
Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk in Him” (Col 2:6).  How did 
you receive Christ?  By faith.  How then are you to walk in 
Him?  By faith.  In Scripture, walking refers to the way you 
conduct your everyday life.  Victorious Christian living 
and spiritual maturity are determined by our belief in God.   
 
We tend to think of faith as some kind of mystical quality 
which belongs only in the realm of the spiritual.  But eve-
rybody walks by faith.  It is the most basic operating princi-
ple of life.  The question is, in what or in whom do you be-
lieve?  We are challenged to believe in God and take His 
Word seriously.  Thank You, Lord, that Your Word stands 
forever in heaven.  I can trust in You and Your Word de-
spite my changing feelings and circumstances. 
 

The Formula For Personal Growth 
       
    If  time alone brought growth and fulfilment, all you’d 
have to do is find a comfortable place, put your feet up, 
and wait for them to arrive.  But it doesn’t work that way.  
The formula for personal growth is time, plus testing, 
plus good decisions!  You can’t leave out any part and 
still succeed.  Psychologist James Marcia says that, in or-
der to reach your personal potential, two things must 
happen: crisis and commitment. 
 
     Crisis happens when you’re standing at the crossroads, 
‘sweating out’ a crucial decision that will affect your re-
lationships, your financial survival, your health or your 
future.  In that moment, you know that everything hangs 
on making the right choice.  That’s when you need God’s 
wisdom and He invites you to reach for it (Prov 3:6). 
 
     Commitment comes only after you’ve made that crucial 
choice.  Then you decide how much of your blood, sweat 
and tears you’re going to invest in pursuing the direction 
you’ve chosen.  Your choice puts you on the right road, 
but your commitment alone determines how far you’ll go.  
To reach your goal, you must keep fuelling the decisions 
you’ve made with determined faith.  And remember, you need 
patience while you’re waiting for the process to bring you 
its reward (Heb 10:36).  It will, for God has promised it. 

 
 
 

The God of The Foxholes    
     
 Admittedly, many people wait until times get really rough 
before they turn to God.  A military chaplain from World 
War II explained that “there are no atheists (those who 
claim that there is no God) in the foxholes.”  When life is 
rosy, people don’t feel like they need God.

     A friend explains her path to God like this: “I thought I 
was a Christian because I went to church on Sunday, but I 
had no idea who God was.  I spent most of my time getting 
drunk, high, or trying to find some way for someone to 
love me.  I was dying inside and had no control over my 
life.  It was when I realised how much  I wanted my life to 
end that I knew when I went away to college I had to find 
some hope.  It was then that I asked God to come into my 
life.  He has shown me love, security, forgiveness, sup-
port, comfort, acceptance and a purpose for living.  He is 
my strength, and I wouldn’t be here today id if weren’t for 
Him.” 
 
     Who knows what will happen in this new millennium?  
Many may feel like they’re in a foxhole.  Life can be a bat-
tle.  At those moments when the heat is on, we often reach 
out to God.  That’s okay, because God, the constant, is 
there and actually wants to be involved in our lives.  He 
says, “I, even I, am the Lord; and there is no saviour besides 
me.  Turn to me and be saved… for I am God, and there is no 
other.” 
 

Building Upon The Rock  
      
    Are you building upon something in your life?  Belief it 
or not, every person is building upon something.  Each of 
us has a foundation, something we’re putting our hope and 
faith in.  Maybe it’s ourselves – “I know I can make my life a 
success if I try hard enough.”  or a lifestyle – “If I can 
make enough money, life will be wonderful.”  Or even a 
time period – “The new millennium is going to change 
things.”   
 
     God has a different viewpoint.  He says it is shaky 
ground to put our hope and faith in ourselves, in other 
people, or in anything this world offers.  Instead, he 
wants us to trust in him.  He says, “everyone who hears 
these words of mine, and acts upon them, may be compared 
to a wise man, who built his house upon the rock.  And the 
rain descended, and the floods came, and the winds blew, 
and burst against that house; and yet it did not fall, for it 
had been founded upon the rock.
